Ministry Spotlight: Taiwan

93% of the 24 million Taiwanese follow 
Buddhism or Taoism. The island 
has been governed independently 
of China since 1949, but Beijing has 
vowed to eventually “unify” Taiwan 
with the mainland, using force if 
necessary. Chinese pressure is creating 
international tensions around the island 
as seen in the news this week.
