For over a year, Love Esco has
partnered with the City of
Escondido to help maintain areas
of Kit Carson Park. Recently

city officials, the Escondido Police
Department and representatives
from the school district
approached us about a neglected
corner of the park that had
become known for crime and
drug-use. They asked for help clearing debris and removing
dead trees that had created dark corners where illegal
activities could transpire. With school just starting and families
frequenting the park, Love Esco was eager to lend our time and
resources to literally help bring light to a dark place.

Love Esco volunteers and
landscaping professionals came out
to the park on one of the hottest
days of the year to remove palm
trees and clear overgrown brush.

As the trees fell, a volunteer arborist
discovered an ash tree. After a
quick phone call, the San Diego Zoo
Safari Park crew arrived to collect
the branches. Apparently ash is a
favorite treat for elephants!

After a full morning of hard work, over 15 palm trees were felled
and much of the brush cut into smaller pieces. Thanks to the
amazing volunteers, this once forgotten spot of land is on its
way to becoming a place we can all use and enjoy!
