If you do not normally come to the High School Ministry on Sunday
mornings/Wednesday nights, please call the High School Ministry Office to schedule a time to
come into the High School office to recite verses.

After you have completed all of the sections you would like to recite, please turn in your “Listener
Sign-Off Sheet” to the High School Ministry Office to receive credit towards your camp cost.

Rules for Reciting Verses

e Each section of verses is broken up into two halves (A and B). They may be recited at separate times
if necessary, but credit for the section is only given when BOTH halves are completed. No credit is
given for % sections.

e You must recite the passage “word for word.” If you choose a different translation than the one in
the booklet, please bring a Bible in that translation with you for the listener to follow along.

e The listener is only authorized to give the student 2 word “helps” or overlook 2 mistakes per section
(For instance, that would be 2 helps in Section 1A and 2 helps in Section 1B). If the student goes
over the allotted word help, he or she must start over from a place determined by the listener.

® Note: On an agreed upon basis, students that have a learning disability or are otherwise unable to
memorize Scripture verses can submit a verse-by-verse devotional to a High School Ministry Staff

Member.

All memory verses need to be completed and turned in no later than
Sunday, May 10th 2026, to count for money off your camp cost.

For this year’s discount packet we are wanting to challenge you to memorize Scripture. You have to have
all 9 verses in each section memorized before coming for approval. The Core Group Leader or Staff
Member who is testing you will be reading a reference sheet while listening to ensure that you have
sufficiently memorized each verse. If you miss one, the listener can ask again later on, but you will only
get credit if you do all 9 in one setting. Once completed, please turn in the packet, no later than Sunday,

May 10th.
